At the Gold Cup in
Ohio in June, she was st in Road
ack, 3rd in Combination, 3rd in Pleas-
ure Driving, 4th in Western Champion-
ship. and the winner of both the Pleas-
ure Amatcur Stake and the English
Pleasure Championship.

We had never been to the Gold Cup
and were very impressed with the spic
and span attractive tackrooms and the
ncat stable arcas. The committees were
very helpful and most hospitable. The
trophies in gold [inish are really some-
thing to behold and we have never seen
such ribbons — pleated, gold cdged,
and cach color comes with a gold
strcamer included.

There is some other information |
should hike o share with any reader
who may have a broodmare that docs
not accept its foal. We had that trouble
with our mare Littde Miss. On the 0th
day Lirtle Miss relused to bave any-
thing to do with her first foal so it was
raised on formula from a plastic bowl.
She had a stud colt the tollowing year
and on the 6th day refused it We did

cverything we thought was proper to
force her to accept the foal; but it lost
a pound a day and even intravenous
feeding did not save it. The autopsy
showed it was perfect organically but
lacked feed.

So, with the next foal (Blue Mist) we
made sure we had a nurse mother, We
rented a Quarter Horse mare who be-
came devoted o “Misty”™ as much as
she was to her own colt, Our Tittle
Miss was bred again, and in 1967 she
foaled her colt in the pasture before
we had the c¢hance 10 put her in the
stall and make things comfy, cozy
and sanitary. When we saw the foal, we
left them in the pasture and yes, she
loved that foal and took care of it all
6 months! So, the sceret of Miss’s foal-
ing problem was “don’t put her in a
stalll” She apparendy resents being pen-
ned up i asmall arcas This Spring we
left her outside again to have her foal.
Another success -— she loves her baby—
we leave her outdoors and everyone is
happy.
