Secretarv's Report 8th Annual All-Morgan Horse Show, Oct. 7 & 8, 1967

When the first All-Morgan Horse Show was held in 1960, there were 96 entries in
34 classes. Each year the number of entries and the number of classes offered has steadily
increased until this year, our eighth, we had a total of 303 horses entered in 74
classes., All classes were well filled, The largest class of the show and also the
largest Performance class was the Owners to Ride with 24 entries. The largest Pleasure
class was the Road Hack with 23. The largest In Hand class was the Mares 2 yrs, old
with 18. Our Equitation Division was well filled this year, the larges class being the
riders 14-18 with 17, and there were 11 in the Lead Line class. There were 8 classes
with 20 or more; 12 with 15 -~ 20 entries, and 31 with 10-15. Our largest Championship
was the English Pleasure with 17. ' -

Exhibitors came from New York, Penna., Mass., New Jersey, Mich,, Conn., Ohio,

N.d., Vt., Md., and Ont, Canada. The largest number of blue ribbons went to N, Y, S,
exhibitors with 34 bules plus 13 championships. Mass. had 12 blues with 4 champion~-
ships. Pa. had 6 with 2 championships. Conn, had 5 with 2 championships, N, H, had

5, Mich. 4, N. J, 2, Vt, 2 with 2 championships, Ohio 1 with 1 championship. The stable
earning the most blues was the Voorhis Stable with 12 blues, 4 championships, and 3
reserve championships, as well as retiring the Western Challenge Trophy and earning a
second leg on the English Challenge Trophy. ‘ ' '

ALL operations of the show ran smoothly due, in part, to an improved mithod of
posting entries ana of keeping post entries and soratches up to date.

Our show catalog this year was the largest yet, 100 pages compared with 80 last
year, ana tnererore, the printing costs were higher, $965 compared with $898 last year.
This was offset by the large number of ads sold by Pat Long and her committee, more
that $650 worth, compared with $376 last year. Sales of the catalogs at the show
amounted to $208, leaving only about $100 for the Club to pay. Two complimentary tickets
were sent to each advertiser, and a copy of the catalog was mailed to each one after the
show,

Most of the Committees were listed in the Show Catalog, but there were many others
who helped with the various clerical duties connected with the show. These are a
necessary part of our show, and the people who carry them out make a substantial cone
bribution to the success of the show.
