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SHOW HIGHLIGHTS

On a beautiful late summer day, the horses (340 of them!)began
to arrive at the New York State Fairgrounds in Syracuse for the
42" Annual New York Morgan Horse Show that ran from Sep-
tember 11 - 14. As everyone settled into their show routine,
Nina and Ruben Rogers along with their committee made sure
there was plenty to eat at the Chili Party. It is always a wel-
come threat for the hungry and tired exhibitors as they began to
work horses and set up their stalls.

At 8:00 am Wednesday morning the show grounds were al-
ready bustling as the In-Hand horses made last minute prepara-
tions and judges Tim O’Gorman of Medina, Ohio and James
Havelhurst of Oregon City, Oregon entered the ring. In remem-
brance of the September 11, 2001 attack, the show paused at
8:46 for a minute of silence, after which Jamie McNally sang
American the Beautiful.

Upon completion of the In-Hand division, the qualifying classes
began. The classes were well-filled with the largest number of
entries showing in the Hunter, Western and Classic divisions.
There was a noticeable increase in the AOTR class entries this
year and the English Pleasure Classes were also nicely filled.
By the end of the evening session, everyone was in the mood to
cheer and have some fun and the $500 NYM Versatility Chal-
lenge Class was the perfect way to end a day of intense compe-
tition. This class has three phases. The horse is first shown in
English tack and then in Western tack. The final phase is barre
racing. Each phase is judged separately and the blue ribbon
goes to the horse with the highest combined points. There were
nine entries this year and when the points were tabulated th
winner was Eilean Donan Knight Vigil with Curtis Childers in
the saddle for Carol Ouellette. Taking the red ribbon was Wil
Vidler riding Sunny Acres Skywalker for Sunny Acres Farm.

The qualifying classes continued on Thursday. The Hunte
Over Fences classes were held in the afternoon and early eve
ning. The Hunter Hack Champion was Marle Hill’s Majority
shown by Susan Cochrane with Vigilmar Devious shown b
Cleo Biron as Reserve. The Beginner Hunter Over Fence
Champion was Statesmans Windancer shown by Lisa Imperat
and Vigilmar Devious was Reserve. The Working Hunter hon:
ors went to Marle Hill’s Majority and Susan Cochrane wit
Dunscore Final Flight shown by Bonnie Poyer for Deb Kieffe
in Reserve. Elizabeth Squier won the AMHA Medal.

The Thursday evening session ended with another fun class
Sit-A-Buck. What a hoot! There were nine entries and the
adults certainly showed the juniors that they can ride. It got
down to two riders, Dorothy Atkinson and Mary Ellen Mulli-
gan, and the judge really had to put them through their paces to
get that dollar bill dislodged. But when it was finally over, it
was Dorothy Atkinson that took home the money. The final
activity for the day was the Exhibitor’s party. Chris Klugh ar-
ranged not only the Exhibitor’s party but also the morning hos-
pitality, the Wednesday evening barbeque, the Friday night des-
sert party, and the After Glow Pizza Party on Saturday. This

was Chris’s first year handling hospitality for the show and she {
did an excellent job.

For many, the NY Breeders Sweepstakes classes are the high
lights of the Friday evening session. This year, the prize money
for the three classes was over $15,000! A Stallion Service Auc
tion is held each February and all the money received for th
services (less expenses) becomes the prize money for thy
Sweepstakes classes. The Sweepstakes classes began with th
weanlings. Fifteen weanlings sired by the stallions in the 200
auction were presented one by one and then the top ten wer
called back to the ring for the judges to make their final deci
sions. When the judging cards were turned in, it was UVM Kil
lington, sired by UVM Tennyson and shown by Steve and Josi
Davis for the University of Vermont taking home the blue rib
bon and a check for $2,000. Three K’s Donnerkopf, sired b
Carlyle Coalition and shown by Doug Coon and Barbara Platt
ner for a very excited and happy Linda Klaiber was second
Linda received a check for $1,000.

There were
37 rides ranging from Introductory to Third level. Annette
Bakic riding her Morgan Fortress Initial ended the day with two
beautiful third level rides. The Training Level high score
awards went to open horses. The Champion with a score of
66.250% was Rannita, a Fijord, ridden by Tracy McCarthy with
Reserve going to Norman Streichen, a draft cross, owned and
shown by Karen Giroux with 63.636%. Both First Level and
Above high score awards went to Morgans. The Champion was
Taproot Flagship ridden by Jocelyn Davie with an impressive
score 60.294% and Flair’s Tribute owned and ridden by Margy
Oden was Reserve with 60.278%. The AMHA Dressage
Medal went to Margot Cullen.
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In the coliseum, the Futurity In-Hand classes began at 8:30. §
They were well-filled with top quality Morgans. The
NYSMHS is very proud of it’s Futurity Program and Futurity
Chair, JoAnn Celecki was pleased with the number and quality
of the entries.

Lead Line and the Walk/Trot classes always bring large crowds
into the coliseum to see our stars of tomorrow get their time to
shine. There were sixteen entries in Lead Line and all per-
formed like seasoned veterans. Twenty-three entries competed
for the Walk/Trot ribbons. The Walk/Trot Championship went
to Cory Olin with Spencer Rowell and Emily Aronson in a tie
for Reserve. After watching these classes, there is little doubt
that we have a strong base of young and talented riders who
will be exhibiting for many years to come.

At the beginning of the Saturday evening session, Jamie
McNally sang our national anthem as well as the Canadian an-
them. As part of the special remembrance of September 11,
2001, Jamie McNally or Susan Werdein began each evening
session by singing the anthems. What a fitting way to start the
evening. On Saturday, the anthems were followed by the pa-
rade of Futurity Champions and then it was time to begin an
evening of Championships. Other awards presented during the
evening were the Mike Hens Sportsmanship Award that was
presented to Joan Sackett by last year’s winner, JoAnn Celecki,
and the Sport Horse Award which went to Marle’s Hill Major-
ity owned and ridden by Susan Cochrane. This is the second
year that Susan has won this award by amassing the most points
in the Sport Horse categories. Show Manager, Linda Burke
commented, “I think it was a terrific show with a very hard
working, enthusiastic committee™. I think everyone agrees with
Linda’s comments and are looking forward to next years show

The show ended with the After Glow Pizza Party. It was then
time to begin the sad task of packing up and preparing for the
trip home. We hope you will plan on attending the 43™ New
York Morgan Show which will be held on September 10-13,
2003. Congratulations to the exhibitors, officials, volunteers
and Chairman, JoAnn Squier and her committee, it was a great
show.
